MOU Signing Ceremony on Collaborative Study

For Multimodal Transport and Logistics of Dangerous Goods Business

Global Multimodal Logistics Company Limited (Headquarters : Bangkok, Acting
Managing Director : Mr. Kraiyasit Intarapanich, hereinafter “GML”) and Japan
Freight Railway Company (Headquarters : Shibuya-ku, Tokyo, President : Inukai Shin,
hereinafter “JR Freight”) are pleased to inform that on May 18, 2023, we have signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter "MOU”) regarding the collaborative study
on multimodal transport and logistics of dangerous goods business in Bangkok,
Thailand.

GML is a Thai multinational logistics company engaged in total multimodal
transport and logistics solutions business. It is fully owned by PTT Public Company
Limited, a premier multinational energy company engaged in an upstream and
downstream petroleum, coal, power, and infrastructure businesses of Thailand.

JR Freight would like to utilize a know-how of rail freight transport operation and
maintenance cultivated in Japan to improve the rail freight transport services in
Thailand. In addition to support the Thai government agencies from the past few years,
JR Freight had established a Representative Office in Bangkok since 2021 aiming to
proceed the research and feasibility study regarding the local business establishment
in Thailand.
